1) By November 15th you must inform the PSA Office of the details of your 
session. The form for your session details will be available at pacificsoc.
org in early September. The form contains all the information that we will 
need from you by November 15. If we do not receive your information by 
November 15, your session will not be listed in the Preliminary Program 
that will be published in the January 2008 Newsletter.

2) Sessions will be 90 minutes in length. Sessions can be scheduled any 
time between Thursday April 10 at noon through Sunday April 13 at noon. 
We are anticipating a large program with every meeting room being used at 
every meeting hour.

3) The Program Committee strongly encourages you to have a discussant 
for your session, if appropriate. Discussants provide systematic feedback to 
presenters and can help focus and direct the discussion in the session. Keep 
in mind that as an organizer, you can also serve as the discussant.

4) Since the psa Office will need details of your session by November 15, 
please be sure to get the names, addresses, phone numbers, email addresses, 
and institutional affiliations for all presenters and co-presenters in your 
session and also for the presider and discussant if you have them. The psa 
cannot send information to those on the program in Portland unless we 
have this information. Please, please do 
provide this. If you are the organizer 
of a session listed in the Public Call for 
Papers, you should have received the 
above information online when you re-
ceived the submission for your session. 
Thus the above information should be 
easily obtained. 

5) If you are a session organizer of an 
invited session, the psa office will also 
need the details on your session. You will need to fill out the online Session 
Organizers Form to provide the psa office with the details.

6) On the Session Organizer’s Form you will be asked if you would allow 
your session to become a Roundtable. We ask this because we may not have 
enough meeting rooms for all regular sessions. Hence, there may be the 
necessity of collapsing sessions into roundtables. 

7) The month between October 15 (the deadline for submissions to you) 
and November 15 (the deadline when you must provide the psa office with 
details about your session) provides you with the opportunity to firm up 
your session. By October 15, you may have received only two papers for 
your session; hence you have some time to find another one or two pre-
senters by contacting colleagues or other session organizers who may have 
papers related to your topic that they couldn’t use in their session. If you 
receive too many papers for one session, you can request another session 
during this time. 

8) You can change the title of your session to better reflect the range of 
papers that you have accepted. The final title does not have to be the same 
title you originally proposed.

9) If you receive only one or two papers or abstracts by early November 
and fall short of a regular session (where you will need at least three to four 
presenters), keep in mind that you can then decide to have your session 
become a roundtable. If you have an extra paper you can’t accept, please 
suggest to the author to send the paper to another, related session. 

10) Occasionally, although we warn potential presenters not to do this, 
they will submit their presentation to two or more session organizers. 
Hence, we may contact you after you submit your session details to the psa 
Office and inform you that presenter x is listed in two sessions and has de-
cided not to participate in your session. Hence we will drop that presenter 
from your session. 

11) Please also inform those who submit papers or abstracts to you of your 
decision to accept or reject their submission. Believe it or not we always 
have a few people whose submission was accepted and are listed in the Pre-
liminary Program but who claim they have never heard from the Session 
Organizer. We usually also have a few who contact the psa Office to find 
out about their submission, again claiming they never heard back from the 
Session Organizer. The psa Office does not inform those whom you have 
accepted in your session(s) that they will be on the program in Portland. 
That is your responsibility, so please follow through.

12) To best accommodate undergradu-
ate participation, the Program Com-
mittee has organized two types of 
sessions: Undergraduate Roundtable 
Open Topic Sessions and Undergradu-
ate Poster Sessions. In the Public Call 
for Papers, these are the only two ses-
sions open to undergraduate students. 
Graduate students can submit their 
work to any session in the Call for Pa-

pers or to the Graduate Student Roundtable Session or to the Graduate 
Student Paper Open Topics Session.

The Endowment Committee Announces
40 Student Travel Grant Awards
With the approval of Council, the Endowment Committee will offer 
up to forty $125 travel grants available to help pay expenses for graduate 
and undergraduate students who are giving a presentation at the annual 
meeting in Portland.

The travel grant awards will be open only to undergraduate and graduate 
students who are not employed full-time in an academic or non-academic 
institution. Students who are eligible must also be listed as a presenter 
or co-presenter in a conference session in the Preliminary Program for 
Portland. The Preliminary Program will be published in the January 2008 
Newsletter. Eligible students must also be members in 2008 and must 
have paid pre-registration fees for the conference. Membership on a psa 
committee does not by itself qualify.

Submitting to Session Organizers: 
Follow These Steps!
All submissions must be made using the online procedure at pacificsoc.org.

You are encouraged to submit a proposal, idea, outline, abstract, or completed pa-
per to be considered for inclusion in the Annual Meeting at the Portland Marriott 
downtown on the waterfront, April 10-13, 2008. Papers and extended abstracts may 
be given more consideration for acceptance than outlines or brief abstracts (two or 
three paragraphs, for example). 

1) Look through the Call for Papers.
2) Select the best session for your submission and submit your completed paper, 
extended abstract (a two to three page summary of your intended presentation), 
idea, proposal, or brief abstract to the session organizer listed. All submissions must 
be sent online.
4) Complete the online form at pacificsoc.org, and attach your submission. 
You should immediately receive a confirmation. This confirmation indicates only 
that your submission was sent to the session organizer successfully; it does not 
mean the session organizer has accepted your submission. If you need to contact 
the organizer, you may do so either by phone or email, numbers and addresses are 
listed in the Call for Papers. 
5) Do not submit the same work to more than one session organizer at a time.
6) You can submit more than one proposed presentation, but each submission must 
be submitted to no more than one organizer at a time.
7) Special note to Undergraduate & Graduate Students: the psa welcomes and 
encourages participation in our program by undergraduate and graduate students. 
To best accommodate undergraduate participation, the Program Committee has 
organized two types of sessions: Undergraduate Roundtable Open Topic Sessions 
and Undergraduate Poster Sessions. Undergraduate students can submit proposals 
to only these two types of sessions. Graduate students can submit their work to any 
listed session in the call for papers, to the Graduate Student Roundtable Session or 
to the Graduate Student Paper Open Topics Session.
8) If your submission is not accepted, the session organizer will inform you. If 
your paper is not accepted, you can then send it to another session/organizer or 
to the Program Co-Chairs, Mako Fitts (fittsm@seattleu.edu) and/or Gary Kinte 
Perry (perryg@seattleu.edu) who may be able to find a place for your presentation 
in the annual program.

Call for Awards Nominations
If you wish to submit a nomination, you must supply the 
supporting materials and documentation detailed below 
for each award. While it is possible for a person, publi-
cation, etc., to be nominated in more than one year, if 
appropriate, no nominations or supporting materials will 
be carried over from year to year. It is the nominator’s 
responsibility to submit three copies of all nominations 
and supporting materials including articles, books, etc. 
by the nomination deadline. The deadline is February 
1, 2009 for all awards except in the case of the Distin-
guished Scholarship Award. The nomination deadline for 
that award will be December 1, 2007.

Distinguished Scholarship Award

The Pacific Sociological Association’s Award for Distin-
guished Scholarship is granted to sociologists from the 
Pacific region in recognition of major intellectual contri-
butions embodied in a recently published book or series 
of at least three articles on a common theme. To be eligi-
ble for the 2008 award, a book must have been published 
in 2006 or later. If a nomination is based on a series of 
articles, the most recent article in that series must have 
been published in 2006 or later. The Committee does not 
accept nominations for the Scholarship Award from Pub-
lishers. Nominations must be from individual members 
of the psa. Edited books are not eligible for this award. 
If a book has both a hardback and paperback copyright 
date and no significant changes have been made in the 
book between editions, the committee will consider the 
earlier copyright date as the one determining eligibility 
for the award. Nominations for distinguished scholar-
ship and all supporting materials must be submitted by 
December 1,2007. You must provide the Committee with 
three copies of the book and/or articles.

Distinguished Contributions to Teaching Award

Individual Teaching Award: The psa honors outstanding 
career contributions to teaching, a series of projects, or a 
specific product or process, which an individual or small 
group of individuals in the western region have contrib-
uted to the teaching and learning of sociology. These may 
include:

▶ Products and/or processes that enhance undergraduate 
and/or graduate intellectual inquiry and learning of soci-
ology within one’s own institution or beyond its campus. 
Examples include innovative teaching techniques, use 
of new technologies, service learning, distance learning, 
learning assessment of sociology, textbooks, publications 
related to teaching, teaching programs, devices or materi-
als, laboratory designs, instructional computer packages, 
innovative curricular contributions or curriculum design, 
or workshops; 
▶ Relevant contributions to state, regional, or national 
associations; 
▶ Activities that illuminate, educate, and nurture public 
understanding and appreciation of the usefulness of the 
discipline and of sociological principles and research. 
The Distinguished Contributions to Teaching Award is 
given to an individual sociologist from the western region 
and/or to a department of sociology in the western region. 
The award is given to those who have developed teaching 
programs, curricula, or materials, which have been unu-
sually effective in enhancing student understanding and 
fostering appreciation of sociology as a field of study. The 
grounds for nominations are open but include textbooks 
and other teaching materials, laboratory designs, instruc-
tional computer packages, innovative curricular 
contributions, and evidence of special impact on students. 

You must provide the Committee with three copies of the 
supporting documentation. 

For this award, nominations should include

1. the name of the nominee, a very detailed statement 
with a very specific explanation of how this individual’s 
work constitutes a [career] contribution to the teaching 
of sociology; 2. letters of support from individuals having 
direct knowledge of the nominee’s contributions; 3. copies 
of any teaching materials developed by the nominee (if 
relevant to the nomination); 4. some evidence of the nomi- 
nee’s impact in the classroom (these might be student 
evaluations or other evidence); 5. the nominee’s vita; and 
6. additional supporting materials are encouraged. 

Department Contributions To Teaching Award: The psa 
honors a department, school, or other collective actor 
in the western region for its outstanding contribution 
to the teaching of sociology. Individual strengths and 
competencies combine, in consensus, to produce a single 
product or process or a series of projects that 

▶ Improve(s) the quality of undergraduate and/or gradu-
ate 
teaching and learning, e.g., sequential curriculum design; 
teaching programs, devices, or materials; service learning; 
distance learning; or learning assessment of sociology, etc.; 
▶ Relevant contributions to state, regional, or national 
associations; 
▶ Activities that illuminate, educate & nurture public 
understanding and appreciation of the usefulness of the 
discipline and of sociological principles and research.

For the departmental teaching award, nominations should 
include evidence to support the departmental nominee in 
these categories. You must provide 3 copies of the evidence.

Distinguished Practice Award

This award honors sociological work in the Pacific region 
(whether by an academic or non-academic), which has an 
impact on government, business, health, or other settings 
not directly connected with academia. The grounds for 
nomination include (but are not limited to) any applied 
sociological activity that improves organizational per-
formance, contributes to community betterment, and/or 
eases human suffering. You must provide the Committee 
with three copies of the supporting documentation: 
 
1. a nominating letter, which provides an overview of the 
nominee’s distinguished practice contributions; 2. letters 
of support from individuals having direct knowledge of 
the nominee’s distinguished contribution to sociologi-
cal practice; and 3. copies of presentations at scholarly 
conferences, published articles, and/or grant/contract 
proposals, primarily authored by the nominee, which 
address issues in sociological practice. This award is 
given bi-annually.

Hotel Information: April 10 – 13, 2008
Portland Marriott on the Waterfront
The 2008 Annual Meeting will take place at the Portland Marriott Down-
town Waterfront Hotel, 1401 sw Naito Parkway, Portland, or 97210. It is 
a completely smoked free hotel. The hotel is located in the heart of down-
town Portland, on the west bank of the Willamette River. It has 503 guest 
rooms, a restaurant, café and two bars. note: The meeting is not being 
held at the other Marriott Hotel in Portland, The Marriott City Center.

The downtown cultural district, including the Portland Art Museum, Per-
forming Arts Center, Historical Society are within easy walking distance 
from the Hotel. Pioneer Square and Shopping Place are seven short blocks 
away. You can board the max light rail six blocks away or talk a walk along 
the beautiful McCall Waterfront Park. The airport is 15-20 minutes away.

Support the psa by booking at the Marriott. This will assure that we meet 
our sleeping room contract and will keep convention costs low, since thou-
sands of dollars in meeting room rental will not have to be paid to the Mar-
riott. Not meeting our room block will have serious financial consequences 
and would likely increase the cost of registration at future meetings.

The 2008 convention rate is $135 single and $145 double, triple, or quad, 
plus tax. Reservations can be made online at tinyurl.com/yt4jv2 or at 
pacificsoc.org or by calling 800.266.9432. Ask for the psa convention 
rate. All reservations must be made by March 29 2008 in order to be eligible 
to receive the psa rate. Please note that the psa discounted room block 
could easily sell out before the March 19 deadline; if so the hotel may still 
have rooms both before and after this date, but at a rate-available basis.

parking: Hotel parking for registered guests will be at the prevailing rate. 
In 2007 it was $24 / 24 hours. There are other nearby parking lots as well.

airport transportation: The following fare information is provided 
by the transportation providers and is subject to change without notice.

airport max light rail, red line: If you do not have a lot of luggage, 
a quick & cheap way to get to downtown Portland is on light rail. Catch 
the max Red Line right outside the airport to the right of the baggage 
claim. Take the Red Line to s Yamhill St., walk south on sw 1st Ave. a short 
six blocks to the hotel. Taxis are also available. Cost in 2007 from the 
airport was $2. The Airport Red Line service runs from pdx to downtown 
every 15 minutes from 4:37 am until 11:35 pm every day. A one-way trip 
takes 38 minutes. Tickets may be purchased at ticket machines near the 
Airport max station.

airport – downtown shuttle (grayline express): Scheduled shut-
tle bus service to most downtown hotels. Departs pdx every 45 minutes, 5 
am to midnight. Travel Time: approximately 20-45 minutes

metered taxis: Five taxi companies serve pdx, available 24 hours per 
day, 7 days per week. Fare: per vehicle – around $30 one-way to downtown. 
Travel time: approximately 20-40 minutes to downtown.

shuttles (flat rate): Many shuttles operate from pdx to various areas 
around Portland, and are available 24 hours per day, 7 days per week. Fare 
is per person and not regulated and will vary; determine your rate before 
you start your trip. Some shuttles offer discounted rates for travelers to 
certain hotels, check with your hotel. travel time: approximately 20-40 
minutes to downtown If you have reserved a vehicle, please check-in at the 
Information Booth located on the Ground Transportation roadway.
